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Reading- * Open Wide, Don’t Bite -If your child has a harder time with comprehension, a great strategy would be to re-read the story before the Reading Quiz on Friday, this selection can be found on pages 120-123.  The students have a S.R.G (Silent Reading Guide) with every story.  This guide contains vocab words & comprehension questions related to the story. (Interview- someone about their job on back of SRG)


  Students will be taking the unit 1 reading comprehension test on Tuesday, October 4th. This test consists of three reading passages and comprehension questions that accompany each reading. They cannot actually study for this test, but any practice reading and discussing helps with comprehension.


Religion- Chapter 1- In this chapter, students will continue to learn more about Jesus. They will begin to understand that Jesus is the Way, the Truth, and the Life. By following Jesus, we grow closer to God the Father, Son and Holy Spirit 


Math- Mrs. Hicks’ Rm. 9- This week we will be starting Ch. 2. We will be discussing addition properties and subtraction rules, addition and subtraction patterns as well as how to add and subtract mentally. 


Mrs. Baker’s Rm. 10 = Chapter 2 Addition and Subtraction Strategies- Associative, Commutative, and Identity Properties- to help them with speed and accuracy, as well as, mental math tips, estimating, rounding, and larger addition and subtraction problems.
